The Master of Science in History is a thirty-six (36 SCH) semester credit hour degree that is intended for students who are interested in developing
a deeper understanding and appreciation for history.  It is especially valuable for those planning to study for a Ph.D., those wishing to teach at the
university or community college level, and for secondary teachers wanting to increase their historical knowledge and ability to teach dual-credit and
Advanced Placement courses.
